1. SCOPE OF WORK:-The scope of work generally includes the following:  

a. To mobilize suitable machinery/tools for the specified detailed scope of work along with 

skilled and highly experienced workers 
b. To carryout dredging without disturbing the embankments by mechanized means up to 

required depth, width and gradient in all kinds of soil/silt/mud/various grades of 

sand/gravel/boulder etc. within the proposed time schedule, as per the proposal, drawings and 

specification and in consultation with EIC. 
c. Disposal of dredged material by mechanical transport for  a lead of 8 kms including dressing 

at dumping site to the satisfaction of Engineer Incharge. 
d. The work shall be done as per the directions and close supervision of in charge site Engineer 

or his authorized representative. 
 

2. The NIT consisting of qualifying information, eligibility criteria, specifications, bill of quantities 

(B.O.Q) set of terms and conditions of contract and other details can be seen/downloaded from 

the departmental website www.jktenders.gov.in in from 09-09-2015 (10:30 A.M) upto 15-09-2015

3. The Cost of “Tender Document” is Rs 2000.00 which shall be furnished in the shape of Demand 
draft in favour Executive Engineer Irrigation & Flood Control Division Srinagar. 

4. Bidders can get digital certificate from any approved vendor. The bidders have to submit their 
bids online in electronic format. 

5. Bidders must ensure to upload scanned copy of all necessary documents with bid. Besides 
original/photocopies of documents related to the bid be submitted physically through registered 
post/ courier or by hand before the due date of receipt of bids. Contractor/Bidder who fails to 
submit the hard copies for their uploaded tenders shall be summarily rejected.Only those bidders 
shall be qualified to quote for the job who shall furnish the self-attested copies of the following 
documents as applicable: 
a. Registration Certificate with TIN. 
b. Sales Tax Clearance Certificate of the latest quarter or Sales Tax Return on Form ‘64’ 

showing TIN No. therein.

In case Offices happen to be closed on the scheduled date of opening due to holiday or 
any other reason, the bids will be opened on the next working day at the scheduled time and 
venue. 

7. BID PRICES:- 

a. The tendered rate for all items of the work shall be considered inclusive of all leads and lifts, 

skilled or unskilled labour& material required for working at all heights and depths, as per

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the drawings, royalty fee, terminal taxes, Octroi, entry tax etc, besides other taxes payable by 

the contractor such as Income Tax and Sales Tax on work contract and the sales tax 

applicable on the goods/material. Nothing extra shall be paid unless otherwise given in the 

description of item and no extra claim shall be entertained due to any reasons whatsoever on 

this account. 

b. Nothing extra shall be paid unless otherwise specified on account of cutting of grass, bushes, 

leveling of undulation in the ground, existence of drain and temporary structures etc. 

requiring removal and difficulty due to space constraints. 

c. Nothing extra shall be paid for working in foul conditions, dewatering or diversion unless 

otherwise specified. The tendered rates shall not be subject to any revisions for want of any 

information. 

d. Bidder shall quote for complete job  after careful analysis of cost involved for the 

performance  of the  completed item considering all parts  of the  Bidding Document.  In  

case  any  activity  though  specifically  not  covered  in  description  of  item under  

óSchedule of Rates' but is required to complete the work as per Scope of Work, 

Specifications,  Standards,  General  Conditions  of  Contract,  Special Condition of Contract 

or any other part  of  Bidding Document, the prices quoted  shall deemed to be inclusive of 

cost incurred for such activity. 

8. TAXES AND DUTIES:  

a. The quoted prices shall be inclusive of all taxes and duties including Excise Duty, Sales Tax, 

VAT (on goods consigned to department), VAT on Works Contract and any other 

taxes/duties  /  levies  as  applicable,   

b. Bidder  shall  be  solely  responsible  for  ascertaining  all  types  of  taxes  and  duties 

applicable for providing the services as mentioned  in the  scope of work. Department shall  

deduct  income  tax/withholding  tax  as  applicable  from  the  payments  due  to  the  bidder 

under the contract. 

c. Rates shall be firm and fixed until the completion of work in all respect. No variation on any 
account shall be payable, except if provided in SCC (Special Conditions of Contract) / GCC 
(General Conditions of Contract).  

d. The bidder shall quote the prices both in figures as well as in words. There should not be 
any discrepancies between the price indicated in figures andthe price indicated in words. 

e. Quoted rates shall also be inclusive of all costs towards carrying out any surveys, travel, site 
visits by the personnel, boarding, lodging, incidental expenses etc.  required for scope of 
work. 

9. BID CURRENCY: Bidder  shall  quote  in  Indian  Rupees  only  and  shall  receive  the  payment  in  

such currency. 

10. BID VALIDITY: Bid submitted by bidder shall remain valid for a minimum period of 90 days from 

the date of opening of priced bids. Bidder shall not be entitled during the said period of three 

months, without the consent in writing ofthe department, to revoke or cancel their Bid or to vary 

the Bid given or any term thereof. 

11. BID SECURITY/EARNEST MONEY DEPOSIT (EMD): 

a. Bidder shall furnish, as part of its Bid, a Bid Security for an amount as indicated in the 

‘Invitation for Bids’. The Bids not accompanied with Bid Security or Bid Security not as per 

the Bidding Document shall be considered as non-responsive and such bids shall be 

summarily rejected. 

b. The bid security (interest free) for the amount indicated in ‘Invitation for Bids’ shall be in 

the  form of FDR/CDR drawn on any Indian Scheduled Bank situated in Jammu and Kashmir 

state of India  and Registered with Reserve Bank of India in favour of  Executive Engineer, 

Irrigation and FC Division, Srinagar However,  EMD  of  unsuccessful bidders  whose  price  

bids  have  been  opened  shall  be  returned  only  after  award  of contract. 

c. The bid security may be forfeited: 

i. If a bidder withdraws its bid during the period of bid validity. Or 
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ii. if a  bidder  modifies  his  bid  during  the  period  of  bid  validity,  except  if      such 

modification is solicited by department in writing, or 

iii. if a  bidder does not accept the correction of arithmetical errors if any, or 

iv. In case of a successful bidder, If the bidder fails, within the specified period: 

v. to sign the Contract Agreement 

vi. to accept the arithmetic corrections AND/OR 

vii. if  bidder  commits  any  fraud  while  competing  for  the  contract  as  per  fraud 

prevention policy  

12. Validity:  The tenders shall be valid for a period of 90 days from the date of opening of First  

Cover. 

13. Any tender uploaded on expiry of prescribed date & time, will be treated as an invalid tender.   

14. After the tenders are opened, no tenderer shall be allowed to make any change of specification or the 

Prices or terms and conditions quoted by him, unless specifically asked to do so by the Department 

in writing by way of clarifications.  

15. The Executive Engineer, Irrigation and FC Division, Srinagar  reserves the right to himself to reject, 

or, accept any or all tenders in part or in full, without assigning any reason thereof. 

16. For any typographical error or omission in the various conditions and contents of the tender 

document, the interpretation as given by the Department will be final and binding upon the 

tenderers. 

17. Conditional tenders such as ñsubject to market fluctuationò etc. will not be accepted. 

18. The earnest money deposit shall be refunded in favor of unsuccessful tenderer immediately after 

finalization of the tender, whereas it shall be retained in case of successful tenderer and treated as 

security deposit to be refunded after successful completion of the contract. 

19. The earnest money deposit of the tenderer/s shall be forfeited if they withdraw their tender or revise 

the prices of their offer within the validity period or do not comply with the purchase order placed 

with them or violate any of the terms and conditions contained herein. 

20. Any change in the specification of the job as a result of expert advice to Government, will be 

accepted by the contractor. 

21. Tenders not submitted on the lines indicated are liable to be rejected without correspondence. 

22. SITE VISIT: 

a. Bidder is advised to visit and examine the site, its surroundings and familiarize himself 

with the  existing  facilities  and  environment,  and  collect  all  other  information  which  

he  may require  for  preparing  and  submitting  the  bid  and  entering  into  the  

Contract.  Claims and objections due to ignorance of existing conditions or inadequacy of 

information will not be considered after submission of the bid and during 

implementation.  

b. The  bidder  and  any  of  his  personnel  or  Agents  will  be  granted  permission  by  the 

department  to enter upon his premises and lands for the purpose of  such inspection. 

Department shall provide necessary assistance with regard to acquaintance of the site, if 

required, to the bidder(s) for the purpose of site visit. 

c. The tenderer should visit the sites and assess by himself the availability of resources such 

as disposal sites, water, electricity, fuel, land for disposal and skilled/ unskilled manpower 

as these shall have important bearing on the cost. 

d. CLASSIFICATION OF MATERIAL TO BE DREDGED OUT 
As per general observation the material to be dredged out mostly comprises of 

earth, clay, silt, sand boulders/gravel etc.  However the bidder should personally visit the 
site and should ascertain the quality of the strata to be dredged himself with his own 
resources. 

e. QUANTITY : 
Total Estimated quantity to be dredged out from Harwan Sarband is approx the tune 

of ____ lac cum. The quantity shown in the schedule are given as guide and subject to 
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variation according to need. The department shall accept no responsibility for the accuracy 
or otherwise of quantities.  

f. Time of Completion: -    45 days  
23. COMPLETION AND DEFECT LIABILITY  

a. Cost of Remedying Defects:All works required to remedy defects or damage as may be 

notified by Department shall be executed at the cost of the contractor, if and to the extent that 

the work is attributable to:- 

i. Any design for which the contractor is responsible. 

ii. Plant, Materials or Workmanship not being in accordance with the Contract, or 

iii. Failure by the contractor to comply with any other obligation. 

b. Failure to Remedy Defects:The remedial work will be executed at the cost of the contractor 

or if the contractor fails to remedy any defect or damage within a reasonable time, 

Department may:- 

i. Carry out the work itself or by others, in a reasonable manner and at contractorôs 

cost, 

ii. If the defect or damage deprives Department of substantially the whole benefit of 

the Works or any major part of the Works, terminate the Contract as a whole, or 

in respect of such major part, which cannot be put to the intended use. Without 

prejudice to any other rights, under the contract or otherwise, Department shall 

then be entitled to recover all sums paid for the works or for such part plus 

financing cost and the cost of dismantling the same, clearing the site and 

returning Plant and Materials to the contractor. 

24. Maintenance/ Defects Liability Period 

a. The maintenance period shall be 06 (Six) months from the date of issue of completion 

certificate by the Engineer-in-charge to the contractor after satisfying himself that the works 

have been carried out by the contractor fully according to specifications and quality 

requirements and are suitable for the intended purpose. 

b. The Department shall be entitled to an extension of the Defects Liability Period for the works 

or a section if and to the extent that the works, section, after taking over, cannot be used for 

the purposes for which they are intended by reason of a defect or damage. 

25. Risk and Cost in Case of Failure of the Contractor 

a. Time is the essence of the contract. All works awarded to the contractor shall be completed 

in all respects within the stipulated period of completion. 

b.  In the event of failure on the part of the contractor for maintaining the pro-rata progress 

ofwork as per agreed programme, Department reserves its right to make good the balance 

total quantity of work awarded to the contractor by fixing any other agency on singletender 

basis or through Departmental means as decided by the Engineer-in-charge at therisk and 

cost of the contractor and the cost so incurred on this shall be to the account of thecontractor. 

c. The decision of the Engineer-in-Charge regarding the quantity of work to be carried out at 

the risk and cost of the contractor, the rates at which various items of work to be executed 

and the selection of the alternate agency to carry out such works will be final and binding on 

the contractor. The extra amount incurred by Department due to such risk and cost a contract 

will be recovered from the contractorôs running bills, security deposit, or any other dues 

available with Department. 

26. DETERMINATION OF CONTRACT  

a. Settlement of Disputes: All disputes or differences of any kind whatsoever that may arise 

between the Department and the Contractor in connection with or arising out of the contract 

or subject matter thereof or the execution of works, whether during the progress of works or 

after their completion, whether before or after determination of contract shall be settled as 

under:- 

b. Mutual Settlement: All such disputes or differences shall in the first place be referred by the 

Contractor to the Engineer-In-Charge in writing for resolving the same through mutual 

discussions, negotiations, deliberation etc. associating representatives from both the sides 

and concerted efforts shall be made for reaching amicable settlement of disputes or 

differences. 

c. Conciliation/Arbitration  
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i. It is a term of this contract that Conciliation/Arbitration of disputes shall not be 

commenced unless an attempt has first been made by the parties to settle such 

disputes through mutual settlement. 

ii. If the Contractor is not satisfied with the settlement by the Engineer-In-Charge on 

any matter in question, disputes or differences, the Contractor may refer to the 

Chief Engineer of the Engineer-In-Charge in writing to settle such disputes or 

differences through Conciliation or Arbitration provided that the demand for 

Conciliation or Arbitration shall specify the matters, which are in question or 

subject of the disputes or differences as also the amount of claim, item wise. Only 

such dispute(s) or difference(s) in respect of which the demand has been made, 

together with counter claims of the Engineer-In-Charge shall be referred to 

Conciliator or Arbitrator as the case may be and other matters shall not be 

included in the reference. 

iii. Chief Engineer of the Engineer-In-Charge may appoint Conciliator/s or 

Arbitrator/s as the case may be for this purpose a panel of names will be sent to 

the Contractor. Such persons may be working /retired employees of the Employer 

or working /retired employees of the Department, who had not been connected 

with the work.This is an agreed term of this contract that the Conciliator/s and 

Arbitrator/s shall be appointed from the list of working /retired employees of 

Department or working /retired employees of Department as per the approval of 

Kashmir Irrigation & Flood Control Department Srinagar 

27. FACILITIES TO OTHER CONTRACTORS: The contractor shall be required to hand over the 

site to Department immediately on completion of the same within the construction period as 

stipulated and/or as directed by the Engineer. The Contractor shall immediately remove his/her 

plant, equipment and machinery etc. from the site 
 

TENDER DRAWINGS: The information contained in the tender drawings shall be binding on the 

contractor for the Performance of construction unless and otherwise stated in the specification or 

shown in the approved construction drawings or as approved by Engineer in-charge 

28. WATER SUPPLY: Water for safe drinking is scarce in the project area. The contractor shall be 

responsible for making reliable arrangements for suitable water supply at his own cost for his 

workmen. However the water required for the construction is available at the site.  

 

29. POWER SUPPLY:Any electric supply required at the site of works for whatsoever purpose shall 

have to be arranged by contractor. Contractor shall make his own arrangements for electric power 

supply/installation of diesel generating sets etc. as required for the work at his own cost and the 

rates quoted shall include the cost of providing such electric supply arrangements required for the 

works and offices / accommodations etc. 
 

30. WORKING CAMPS  

a. It shall be desirable if the contractor/s have their labour camps, site offices & workshops in 

one area keeping the security in view. 

The contractor/s must establish labour camps with proper facilities and should keep the      

areas in a neat and hygienic condition. The contractor/s shall also provide some office                

accommodation for the Department. Officials in the so established camps free of any     

charges.  After completion of the work, the camps, if any, put up on the Department land 

shall be removed by the contractor and the land handed over free of any encumbrance. 

 

31. ANCILLARY WORKS: All other ancillary works and works incidental to main works shall be 

carried out as per codes of practices and manual of instructions of the public works 

Departments/Irrigation & Flood Control Department and as per the instructions of Engineer-in-

charge. 

32. SCHEDULE OF RATES TO COVER RISKS OF DELAY: The Schedule of Rates shall be 
deemed to include and cover the risk of all possibilities of delay and interference with  the  
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contractor's  conduct  of  work  which occur  from  any  causes  including  orders  of  the  
department in the exercise of his power and on account of extension of time granted due 
to various reasons and for all other possible or probable causes of delay 

33. ACCIDENT OR INJURY TO WORKMEN: The  department shall not be liable for or in 
respect of any  damages  or  compensation  payable  at  law  in respect or in consequence of any 
accident or injury to any  workman  or  other  person  in  the  employment  of the contractor or 
any sub-contractor save and except an accident or injury resulting from any act or default  of the   
department, his agents or servants and  the  contractor  shall  indemnify  and  keep indemnified 
the  department against all such damages and  compensation  (save  and  except  and  aforesaid) 
and  against  all  claims,  demands,  proceeding,  costs, charges  and  expenses,  whatsoever  in  
respect  or  in relation thereto. 

34. DAMAGE TO PROPERTY OR TO ANY PERSON OR ANY THIRD PARTY :    contractor  
shall  be  responsible  for making good to   the satisfaction  of  the   department any loss or any   
damage  to  structures  and properties belonging to the    department  or being executed or 
procured or being procured by the  department or of other agencies   within in   the premises of 
all the work  of the   department, if such loss or damage is due to fault and/or the negligence  of 
the  contractor, his employees,  agents,  representatives  or sub-contractors ,the  cost  of  such  
damages including  eventual  loss  of  production,  operation  or services in any plant or 
establishment as estimated by the  department or ascertained or demanded by the third  party  
shall  be  borne  by  the  contractor. the  contractor  shall  indemnify  and  keep  the  department  
harmless  of  all  claims  for  damages  to property  other  than   department's  property  arising 
under or by reason of this agreement, if such claims result from the fault and/or negligence or 
willful acts or omission  of  the  contractor,  his  employees, agents, representative of sub-
contractor. 

35. CONTRACTORõS EMPLOYEES/LABOUR: 

a. The contractor shall employ labour in sufficient number to maintain the required progress and of 
quality to ensure workmanship of the degree specified in the contract and to the satisfaction of the 
Engineer. The contractor shall not employ in connection with the works any person who has not 
completed Eighteen years of age. 

b. The contractor shall furnish and deliver the credentials office establishment in all respects 
engaged/dis-engaged for the contract during the act of execution.  

c. The contractor shall pay to labour employed by him either directly or through sub-contractors 
wages not less than wages as defined in the contract labour (regulation and abolition) Act 1970 
with General rules framed there under and amendments made from time to time. 

d. The contractor shall be liable to pay the employees contributions to the State Insurance Scheme in 
respect of all labor employed by him for the execution of the contract, in accordance with the 
provision of the Employees labour law, the engineer without prejudice to any other right or 
remedy under contract shall be empowered to deduct such sum or sums from the bills of the 
contractor or from his security deposit or from the other payments due under this contract or any 
other contract to satisfy within a reasonable time the provisions of the various 
acts/laws/rules/codes mentioned under labour law, on the part of the contractor under the make 
payment and/or provide amenities facilities/services accordingly. In this regard the decision of the 
Engineer shall be conclusive and binding on the contractor. 

e. The contractor shall at his own expense comply with or cause to be complied with the provisions 
/rules provided for welfare and health of contract labour in the contract labour (regulation and 
abolition)Act and other relevant Acts and Rules framed there under or any other instructions 
issued by the Department in this regard for the protection of health and for making sanitary 
arraignments for workers employed directly or indirectly on the works. In case, the contractor 
fails to make arrangements as aforesaid, the Engineer shall be entitled to do so and recover to cost 
thereof from the contractor. 

f. The contractor shall at his own expense arrange for the safety provisions as required by the 
Engineer, in respect of all labour directly or indirectly by the Engineer, in respect of all labour 
directly or indirectly employed for performance of the works  

36. JURISDICTION:   The contract shall be governed by and constructed according to the laws in force 
in Jammu and Kashmir. the contractor hereby submits  to the  jurisdiction  of the  courts situated at 
Srinagar for the purposes of disputes,  actions  and  proceedings  arising  out  of  the  contract, the 
courts at Srinagar only will have the jurisdiction to hear and decide such disputed, actions and 
proceedings. 
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37. SAFETY REGULATIONS : In respect of all labour, directly employed inthe work for   the 

performance of contractorõs part of this agreement, the contractor shall at his own expense 

arrange for all the safety provisions as per safety codes of   Indian standards institution. The 

electricity act,   the mines act and such other acts as applicable. 

38. The Public Liability Insurance Act, 1991. 
 This provides for public liability insurance for the purpose of providing immediate relief to the persons 

affected by accident occurring while handling hazardous substances and for matters connected herewith 

or incidental thereto. Hazardous substance means any substance or preparation, which is, defined as 

hazardous substance under the Environment (Protection) Act,1986, and exceeding such quantity as may 

be specified by notification by the State or Central government. Key Environmental legislation in India are 

reported in Table below.

Bidder shall not be entitled during the said period of three 

months, without the consent in writing ofthe department, to revoke or cancel their Bid or to vary 

the Bid given or any term thereof. 

55. BID SECURITY/EARNEST MONEY DEPOSIT (EMD): 

a. Bidder shall furnish, as part of its Bid, a Bid Security for an amount as indicated in the 

‘Invitation for Bids’. The Bids not accompanied with Bid Security or Bid Security not as per 

the Bidding Document shall be considered as non-responsive and such bids shall be 

summarily rejected. 

b. The bid security (interest free) for the amount indicated in ‘Invitation for Bids’ shall be in 

the  form of FDR/CDR drawn on any Indian Scheduled Bank situated in Jammu and Kashmir 

state of India  and Registered with Reserve Bank of India in favour of  Executive Engineer, 

Irrigation and FC Division, Srinagar However,  EMD  of  unsuccessful bidders  whose  price  

bids  have  been  opened  shall  be  returned  only  after  award  of contract. 

c. The bid security may be forfeited: 

i. If a bidder withdraws its bid during the period of bid validity. Or 
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ii. if a  bidder  modifies  his  bid  during  the  period  of  bid  validity,  except  if      such

57. Any tender uploaded on expiry of prescribed date & time, will be treated as an invalid tender.   

58. After the tenders are opened, no tenderer shall be allowed to make any change of specification or the 

Prices or terms and conditions quoted by him, unless specifically asked to do so by the Department 

in writing by way of clarifications.  

59. The Executive Engineer, Irrigation and FC Division, Srinagar  reserves the right to himself to reject, 

or, accept any or all tenders in part or in full, without assigning any reason thereof. 

60. For any typographical error or omission in the various conditions and contents of the tender 

document, the interpretation as given by the Department will be final and binding upon the 

tenderers. 

61. Conditional tenders such as ñsubject to market fluctuationò etc. will not be accepted. 

62. The earnest money deposit shall be refunded in favor of unsuccessful tenderer immediately after 

finalization of the tender, whereas it shall be retained in case of successful tenderer and treated as 

security deposit to be refunded after successful completion of the contract.

ii. Plant, Materials or Workmanship not being in accordance with the Contract, or 

iii. Failure by the contractor to comply with any other obligation. 

b. Failure to Remedy Defects:The remedial work will be executed at the cost of the contractor 

or if the contractor fails to remedy any defect or damage within a reasonable time, 

Department may:- 

i. Carry out the work itself or by others, in a reasonable manner and at contractorôs 

cost, 

ii. If the defect or damage deprives Department of substantially the whole benefit of 

the Works or any major part of the Works, terminate the Contract as a whole, or 

in respect of such major part, which cannot be put to the intended use. Without 

prejudice to any other rights, under the contract or otherwise, Department shall 

then be entitled to recover all sums paid for the works or for such part plus 

financing cost and the cost of dismantling the same, clearing the site and 

returning Plant and Materials to the contractor. 

68. Maintenance/ Defects Liability Period 

a. The maintenance period shall be 06 (Six) months from the date of issue of completion 

certificate by the Engineer-in-charge to the contractor after satisfying himself that the works 

have been carried out by the contractor fully according to specifications and quality 

requirements and are suitable for the intended purpose. 

b. The Department shall be entitled to an extension of the Defects Liability Period for the works 

or a section if and to the extent that the works, section, after taking over, cannot be used for 

the purposes for which they are intended by reason of a defect or damage. 

69. Risk and Cost in Case of Failure of the Contractor 

a. Time is the essence of the contract. All works awarded to the contractor shall be completed 

in all respects within the stipulated period of completion. 

b.  In the event of failure on the part of the contractor for maintaining the pro-rata progress 

ofwork as per agreed programme, Department reserves its right to make good the balance 

total quantity of work awarded to the contractor by fixing any other agency on singletender 

basis or through Departmental means as decided by the Engineer-in-charge at therisk and 

cost of the contractor and the cost so incurred on this shall be to the account of thecontractor. 

c. The decision of the Engineer-in-Charge regarding the quantity of work to be carried out at 

the risk and cost of the contractor, the rates at which various items of work to be executed 

and the selection of the alternate agency to carry out such works will be final and binding on 

the contractor.

a. Settlement of Disputes: All disputes or differences of any kind whatsoever that may arise 

between the Department and the Contractor in connection with or arising out of the contract 

or subject matter thereof or the execution of works, whether during the progress of works or 

after their completion, whether before or after determination of contract shall be settled as 

under:- 

b. Mutual Settlement: All such disputes or differences shall in the first place be referred by the 

Contractor to the Engineer-In-Charge in writing for resolving the same through mutual 

discussions, negotiations, deliberation etc. associating representatives from both the sides 

and concerted efforts shall be made for reaching amicable settlement of disputes or 

differences. 

c. Conciliation/Arbitration  
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i. It is a term of this contract that Conciliation/Arbitration of disputes shall not be 

commenced unless an attempt has first been made by the parties to settle such 

disputes through mutual settlement. 

ii. If the Contractor is not satisfied with the settlement by the Engineer-In-Charge on 

any matter in question, disputes or differences, the Contractor may refer to the 

Chief Engineer of the Engineer-In-Charge in writing to settle such disputes or 

differences through Conciliation or Arbitration provided that the demand for 

Conciliation or Arbitration shall specify the matters, which are in question or 

subject of the disputes or differences as also the amount of claim, item wise. Only 

such dispute(s) or difference(s) in respect of which the demand has been made, 

together with counter claims of the Engineer-In-Charge shall be referred to 

Conciliator or Arbitrator as the case may be and other matters shall not be 

included in the reference. 

iii. Chief Engineer of the Engineer-In-Charge may appoint Conciliator/s or 

Arbitrator/s as the case may be for this purpose a panel of names will be sent to 

the Contractor. Such persons may be working /retired employees of the Employer 

or working /retired employees of the Department, who had not been connected 

with the work.This is an agreed term of this contract that the Conciliator/s and 

Arbitrator/s shall be appointed from the list of working /retired employees of 

Department or working /retired employees of Department as per the approval of 

Kashmir Irrigation & Flood Control Department Srinagar 

71. FACILITIES TO OTHER CONTRACTORS: The contractor shall be required to hand over the 

site to Department immediately on completion of the same within the construction period as 

stipulated and/or as directed by the Engineer. The Contractor shall immediately remove his/her 

plant, equipment and machinery etc. from the site 
 

TENDER DRAWINGS: The information contained in the tender drawings shall be binding on the 

contractor for the Performance of construction unless and otherwise stated in the specification or 

shown in the approved construction drawings or as approved by Engineer in-charge 

72. WATER SUPPLY: Water for safe drinking is scarce in the project area. The contractor shall be 

responsible for making reliable arrangements for suitable water supply at his own cost for his 

workmen. However the water required for the construction is available at the site.  

 

73. POWER SUPPLY:Any electric supply required at the site of works for whatsoever purpose shall 

have to be arranged by contractor. Contractor shall make his own arrangements for electric power 

supply/installation of diesel generating sets etc. as required for the work at his own cost and the 

rates quoted shall include the cost of providing such electric supply arrangements required for the 

works and offices / accommodations etc. 
 

74. WORKING CAMPS  

a. It shall be desirable if the contractor/s have their labour camps, site offices & workshops in 

one area keeping the security in view. 

The contractor/s must establish labour camps with proper facilities and should keep the      

areas in a neat and hygienic condition. The contractor/s shall also provide some office                

accommodation for the Department. Officials in the so established camps free of any     

charges.  After completion of the work, the camps, if any, put up on the Department land 

shall be removed by the contractor and the land handed over free of any encumbrance. 

 

75. ANCILLARY WORKS: All other ancillary works and works incidental to main works shall be 

carried out as per codes of practices and manual of instructions of the public works 

Departments/Irrigation & Flood Control Department and as per the instructions of Engineer-in-

charge. 

76. SCHEDULE OF RATES TO COVER RISKS OF DELAY: The Schedule of Rates shall be 
deemed to include and cover the risk of all possibilities of delay and interference with  the  
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contractor's  conduct  of  work  which occur  from  any  causes  including  orders  of  the  
department in the exercise of his power and on account of extension of time granted due 
to various reasons and for all other possible or probable causes of delay 

77. ACCIDENT OR INJURY TO WORKMEN: The  department shall not be liable for or in 
respect of any  damages  or  compensation  payable  at  law  in respect or in consequence of any 
accident or injury to any  workman  or  other  person  in  the  employment  of the contractor or 
any sub-contractor save and except an accident or injury resulting from any act or default  of the   
department, his agents or servants and  the  contractor  shall  indemnify  and  keep indemnified 
the  department against all such damages and  compensation  (save  and  except  and  aforesaid) 
and  against  all  claims,  demands,  proceeding,  costs, charges  and  expenses,  whatsoever  in  
respect  or  in relation thereto. 

78. DAMAGE TO PROPERTY OR TO ANY PERSON OR ANY THIRD PARTY :    contractor  
shall  be  responsible  for making good to   the satisfaction  of  the   department any loss or any   
damage  to  structures  and properties belonging to the    department  or being executed or 
procured or being procured by the  department or of other agencies   within in   the premises of 
all the work  of the   department, if such loss or damage is due to fault and/or the negligence  of 
the  contractor, his employees,  agents,  representatives  or sub-contractors ,the  cost  of  such  
damages including  eventual  loss  of  production,  operation  or services in any plant or 
establishment as estimated by the  department or ascertained or demanded by the third  party  
shall  be  borne  by  the  contractor. the  contractor  shall  indemnify  and  keep  the  department  
harmless  of  all  claims  for  damages  to property  other  than   department's  property  arising 
under or by reason of this agreement, if such claims result from the fault and/or negligence or 
willful acts or omission  of  the  contractor,  his  employees, agents, representative of sub-
contractor. 

79. CONTRACTORõS EMPLOYEES/LABOUR: 

a. The contractor shall employ labour in sufficient number to maintain the required progress and of 
quality to ensure workmanship of the degree specified in the contract and to the satisfaction of the 
Engineer. The contractor shall not employ in connection with the works any person who has not 
completed Eighteen years of age.

abolition)Act and other relevant Acts and Rules framed there under or any other instructions 
issued by the Department in this regard for the protection of health and for making sanitary 
arraignments for workers employed directly or indirectly on the works. In case, the contractor 
fails to make arrangements as aforesaid, the Engineer shall be entitled to do so and recover to cost 
thereof from the contractor. 

f. The contractor shall at his own expense arrange for the safety provisions as required by the 
Engineer, in respect of all labour directly or indirectly by the Engineer, in respect of all labour 
directly or indirectly employed for performance of the works  

80. JURISDICTION:   The contract shall be governed by and constructed according to the laws in force 
in Jammu and Kashmir. the contractor hereby submits  to the  jurisdiction  of the  courts situated at 
Srinagar for the purposes of disputes,  actions  and  proceedings  arising  out  of  the  contract, the 
courts at Srinagar only will have the jurisdiction to hear and decide such disputed, actions and 
proceedings. 
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81. SAFETY REGULATIONS : In respect of all labour, directly employed in the work for   the 

performance of contractorõs part of this agreement, the contractor shall at his own expense 

arrange for all the safety provisions as per safety codes of   Indian standards institution. The 

electricity act,   the mines act and such other acts as applicable. 

82. The Public Liability Insurance Act, 1991. 
 This provides for public liability insurance for the purpose of providing immediate relief to the persons 

affected by accident occurring while handling hazardous substances and for matters connected herewith 

or incidental thereto. Hazardous substance means any substance or preparation, which is, defined as 

hazardous substance under the Environment (Protection) Act,1986, and exceeding such quantity as may 

be specified by notification by the State or Central government. Key Environmental legislation in India are 

reported in Table below.

87. Termination:- The employer may terminate the contract if the contractor causes  fundamental breach of the contract. 
88. Fundamental breach of contract will include:- 
a) Continuous stopping of work for a period of 30 days without authorization of Engineer in-charge. 
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b) Contractor being declared bankrupt. 

c) Any evidence of involvement of contractor in corrupt practices. 

d) Contractor delaying the completion of work beyond stipulated time of completion. 

e) Pursuant to the process of termination of defaulted contract, the employer reserves the right to invite fresh tenders for 

the balance work at the risk and cost of defaulter contractor. 

f) If contractor fails to start/complete the work, within the stipulated time period, his CDR/earnest money shall be forfeited 

after termination of the contract. Besides defaulting contractor shall be debarred from taking works in the Department at 

least for one year. 

89. Specification/quality control:- All items of works shall conform to specifications as per SSR. All other terms and 

conditions as laid down in form No.25 of P.W.D. shall remain in force and binding on successful tenderer.

b. Failure to Remedy Defects:The remedial work will be executed at the cost of the contractor 

or if the contractor fails to remedy any defect or damage within a reasonable time, 

Department may:- 

i. Carry out the work itself or by others, in a reasonable manner and at contractorôs 

cost, 

ii. If the defect or damage deprives Department of substantially the whole benefit of 

the Works or any major part of the Works, terminate the Contract as a whole, or 

in respect of such major part, which cannot be put to the intended use. Without 

prejudice to any other rights, under the contract or otherwise, Department shall 

then be entitled to recover all sums paid for the works or for such part plus 

financing cost and the cost of dismantling the same, clearing the site and 

returning Plant and Materials to the contractor. 

112. Maintenance/ Defects Liability Period 

a. The maintenance period shall be 06 (Six) months from the date of issue of completion 

certificate by the Engineer-in-charge to the contractor after satisfying himself that the works 

have been carried out by the contractor fully according to specifications and quality 

requirements and are suitable for the intended purpose. 

b. The Department shall be entitled to an extension of the Defects Liability Period for the works 

or a section if and to the extent that the works, section, after taking over, cannot be used for 

the purposes for which they are intended by reason of a defect or damage. 

113. Risk and Cost in Case of Failure of the Contractor 

a. Time is the essence of the contract. All works awarded to the contractor shall be completed 

in all respects within the stipulated period of completion. 

b.  In the event of failure on the part of the contractor for maintaining the pro-rata progress 

ofwork as per agreed programme, Department reserves its right to make good the balance 

total quantity of work awarded to the contractor by fixing any other agency on singletender 

basis or through Departmental means as decided by the Engineer-in-charge at therisk and 

cost of the contractor and the cost so incurred on this shall be to the account of thecontractor. 

c. The decision of the Engineer-in-Charge regarding the quantity of work to be carried out at 

the risk and cost of the contractor, the rates at which various items of work to be executed 

and the selection of the alternate agency to carry out such works will be final and binding on 

the contractor. The extra amount incurred by Department due to such risk and cost a contract 

will be recovered from the contractorôs running bills, security deposit, or any other dues 

available with Department. 

114. DETERM INATION OF CONTRACT  

a. Settlement of Disputes: All disputes or differences of any kind whatsoever that may arise 

between the Department and the Contractor in connection with or arising out of the contract 

or subject matter thereof or the execution of works, whether during the progress of works or 

after their completion, whether before or after determination of contract shall be settled as 

under:- 

b. Mutual Settlement: All such disputes or differences shall in the first place be referred by the 

Contractor to the Engineer-In-Charge in writing for resolving the same through mutual 

discussions, negotiations, deliberation etc. associating representatives from both the sides 
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and concerted efforts shall be made for reaching amicable settlement of disputes or 

differences. 

c. Conciliation/Arbitration  

i. It is a term of this contract that Conciliation/Arbitration of disputes shall not be 

commenced unless an attempt has first been made by the parties to settle such 

disputes through mutual settlement. 

ii. If the Contractor is not satisfied with the settlement by the Engineer-In-Charge on 

any matter in question, disputes or differences, the Contractor may refer to the 

Chief Engineer of the Engineer-In-Charge in writing to settle such disputes or 

differences through Conciliation or Arbitration provided that the demand for 

Conciliation or Arbitration shall specify the matters, which are in question or 

subject of the disputes or differences as also the amount of claim, item wise. Only 

such dispute(s) or difference(s) in respect of which the demand has been made, 

together with counter claims of the Engineer-In-Charge shall be referred to 

Conciliator or Arbitrator as the case may be and other matters shall not be 

included in the reference. 

iii. Chief Engineer of the Engineer-In-Charge may appoint Conciliator/s or 

Arbitrator/s as the case may be for this purpose a panel of names will be sent to 

the Contractor. Such persons may be working /retired employees of the Employer 

or working /retired employees of the Department, who had not been connected 

with the work.This is an agreed term of this contract that the Conciliator/s and 

Arbitrator/s shall be appointed from the list of working /retired employees of 

Department or working /retired employees of Department as per the approval of 

Kashmir Irrigation & Flood Control Department Srinagar 

115. FACILITIES TO OTHER CONTRACTORS: The contractor shall be required to hand 

over the site to Department immediately on completion of the same within the construction period as 

stipulated and/or as directed by the Engineer. The Contractor shall immediately remove his/her 

plant, equipment and machinery etc. from the site 
 

TENDER DRAWINGS: The information contained in the tender drawings shall be binding on the 

contractor for the Performance of construction unless and otherwise stated in the specification or 

shown in the approved construction drawings or as approved by Engineer in-charge 

116. WATER SUPPLY: Water for safe drinking is scarce in the project area. The contractor shall be 

responsible for making reliable arrangements for suitable water supply at his own cost for his 

workmen. However the water required for the construction is available at the site.  

 

117. POWER SUPPLY:Any electric supply required at the site of works for whatsoever purpose shall 

have to be arranged by contractor. Contractor shall make his own arrangements for electric power 

supply/installation of diesel generating sets etc. as required for the work at his own cost and the 

rates quoted shall include the cost of providing such electric supply arrangements required for the 

works and offices / accommodations etc. 
 

118. WORKING CAMPS  

a. It shall be desirable if the contractor/s have their labour camps, site offices & workshops in 

one area keeping the security in view. 

The contractor/s must establish labour camps with proper facilities and should keep the      

areas in a neat and hygienic condition. The contractor/s shall also provide some office                

accommodation for the Department. Officials in the so established camps free of any     

charges.  After completion of the work, the camps, if any, put up on the Department land 

shall be removed by the contractor and the land handed over free of any encumbrance. 

 

119. ANCILLARY WORKS: All other ancillary works and works incidental to main works shall be 

carried out as per codes of practices and manual of instructions of the public works

charge. 

120. SCHEDULE OF RATES TO COVER RISKS OF DELAY: The Schedule of Rates shall be 
deemed to include and cover the risk of all possibilities of delay and interference with  the  
contractor's  conduct  of  work  which occur  from  any  causes  including  orders  of  the  
department in the exercise of his power and on account of extension of time granted due 
to various reasons and for all other possible or probable causes of delay 

121. ACCIDENT OR INJURY TO WORKMEN: The  department shall not be liable for or in 
respect of any  damages  or  compensation  payable  at  law  in respect or in consequence of any 
accident or injury to any  workman  or  other  person  in  the  employment  of the contractor or 
any sub-contractor save and except an accident or injury resulting from any act or default  of the   
department, his agents or servants and  the  contractor  shall  indemnify  and  keep indemnified 
the  department against all such damages and  compensation  (save  and  except  and  aforesaid) 
and  against  all  claims,  demands,  proceeding,  costs, charges  and  expenses,  whatsoever  in  
respect  or  in relation thereto. 

122. DAMAGE TO PROPERTY OR TO ANY PERSON OR ANY THIRD PARTY :    contractor  
shall  be  responsible  for making good to   the satisfaction  of  the   department any loss or any   
damage  to  structures  and properties belonging to the    department  or being executed or 
procured or being procured by the  department or of other agencies   within in   the premises of 
all the work  of the   department, if such loss or damage is due to fault and/or the negligence  of 
the  contractor, his employees,  agents,  representatives  or sub-contractors ,the  cost  of  such  
damages including  eventual  loss  of  production,  operation  or services in any plant or 
establishment as estimated by the  department or ascertained or demanded by the third  party  
shall  be  borne  by  the  contractor. the  contractor  shall  indemnify  and  keep  the  department  
harmless  of  all  claims  for  damages  to property  other  than   department's  property  arising 
under or by reason of this agreement, if such claims result from the fault and/or negligence or 
willful acts or omission  of  the  contractor,  his  employees, agents, representative of sub-
contractor. 

123. CONTRACTORõS EMPLOYEES/LABOUR: 

g. The contractor shall employ labour in sufficient number to maintain the required progress and of 
quality to ensure workmanship of the degree specified in the contract and to the satisfaction of the 
Engineer.

i. The contractor shall pay to labour employed by him either directly or through sub-contractors 
wages not less than wages as defined in the contract labour (regulation and abolition) Act 1970 
with General rules framed there under and amendments made from time to time. 

j. The contractor shall be liable to pay the employees contributions to the State Insurance Scheme in

146. After the tenders are opened, no tenderer shall be allowed to make any change of 

specification or the Prices or terms and conditions quoted by him, unless specifically asked to do so 

by the Department in writing by way of clarifications.  

147. The Executive Engineer, Irrigation and FC Division, Srinagar  reserves the right to himself 

to reject, or, accept any or all tenders in part or in full, without assigning any reason thereof. 

148. For any typographical error or omission in the various conditions and contents of the 

tender document, the interpretation as given by the Department will be final and binding upon the 

tenderers. 

149. Conditional tenders such as ñsubject to market fluctuationò etc. will not be accepted. 

150. The earnest money deposit shall be refunded in favor of unsuccessful tenderer immediately 

after finalization of the tender, whereas it shall be retained in case of successful tenderer and treated 

as security deposit to be refunded after successful completion of the contract.

b. Mutual Settlement: All such disputes or differences shall in the first place be referred by the 

Contractor to the Engineer-In-Charge in writing for resolving the same through mutual 

discussions, negotiations, deliberation etc. associating representatives from both the sides 
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and concerted efforts shall be made for reaching amicable settlement of disputes or 

differences. 

c. Conciliation/Arbitration  

i. It is a term of this contract that Conciliation/Arbitration of disputes shall not be 

commenced unless an attempt has first been made by the parties to settle such 

disputes through mutual settlement.

Conciliation or Arbitration shall specify the matters, which are in question or 

subject of the disputes or differences as also the amount of claim, item wise. Only 

such dispute(s) or difference(s) in respect of which the demand has been made, 

together with counter claims of the Engineer-In-Charge shall be referred to 

Conciliator or Arbitrator as the case may be and other matters shall not be 

included in the reference. 

iii. Chief Engineer of the Engineer-In-Charge may appoint Conciliator/s or 

Arbitrator/s as the case may be for this purpose a panel of names will be sent to 

the Contractor. Such persons may be working /retired employees of the Employer 

or working /retired employees of the Department, who had not been connected 

with the work.This is an agreed term of this contract that the Conciliator/s and 

Arbitrator/s shall be appointed from the list of working /retired employees of 

Department or working /retired employees of Department as per the approval of 

Kashmir Irrigation & Flood Control Department Srinagar 

159. FACILITIES TO OTHER CONTRACTORS: The contractor shall be required to hand 

over the site to Department immediately on completion of the same within the construction period as 

stipulated and/or as directed by the Engineer. The Contractor shall immediately remove his/her 

plant, equipment and machinery etc. from the site 
 

TENDER DRAWINGS: The information contained in the tender drawings shall be binding on the

164. SCHEDULE OF RATES TO COVER RISKS OF DELAY: The Schedule of Rates shall be 
deemed to include and cover the risk of all possibilities of delay and interference with  the  
contractor's  conduct  of  work  which occur  from  any  causes  including  orders  of  the  
department in the exercise of his power and on account of extension of time granted due 
to various reasons and for all other possible or probable causes of delay 

165. ACCIDENT OR INJURY TO WORKMEN: The  department shall not be liable for or in 
respect of any  damages  or  compensation  payable  at  law  in respect or in consequence of any 
accident or injury to any  workman  or  other  person  in  the  employment  of the contractor or 
any sub-contractor save and except an accident or injury resulting from any act or default  of the   
department, his agents or servants and  the  contractor  shall  indemnify  and  keep indemnified 
the  department against all such damages and  compensation  (save  and  except  and  aforesaid) 
and  against  all  claims,  demands,  proceeding,  costs, charges  and  expenses,  whatsoever  in  
respect  or  in relation thereto. 

166. DAMAGE TO PROPERTY OR TO ANY PERSON OR ANY THIRD PARTY :    contractor  
shall  be  responsible  for making good to   the satisfaction  of  the   department any loss or any   
damage  to  structures  and properties belonging to the    department  or being executed or 
procured or being procured by the  department or of other agencies   within in   the premises of 
all the work  of the   department, if such loss or damage is due to fault and/or the negligence  of 
the  contractor, his employees,  agents,  representatives  or sub-contractors ,the  cost  of  such  
damages including  eventual  loss  of  production,  operation  or services in any plant or 
establishment as estimated by the  department or ascertained or demanded by the third  party  
shall  be  borne  by  the  contractor. the  contractor  shall  indemnify  and  keep  the  department

 This provides for public liability insurance for the purpose of providing immediate relief to the persons 

affected by accident occurring while handling hazardous substances and for matters connected herewith 

or incidental thereto. Hazardous substance means any substance or preparation, which is, defined as 

hazardous substance under the Environment (Protection) Act,1986, and exceeding such quantity as may 

be specified by notification by the State or Central government.

209. ACCIDENT OR INJURY TO WORKMEN: The  department shall not be liable for or in 
respect of any  damages  or  compensation  payable  at  law  in respect or in consequence of any 
accident or injury to any  workman  or  other  person  in  the  employment  of the contractor or 
any sub-contractor save and except an accident or injury resulting from any act or default  of the   
department, his agents or servants and  the  contractor  shall  indemnify  and  keep indemnified 
the  department against all such damages and  compensation  (save  and  except  and  aforesaid) 
and  against  all  claims,  demands,  proceeding,  costs, charges  and  expenses,  whatsoever  in  
respect  or  in relation thereto. 

210. DAMAGE TO PROPERTY OR TO ANY PERSON OR ANY THIRD PARTY :    contractor

231. BID SECURITY/EARNEST MONEY DEPOSIT (EMD): 

a. Bidder shall furnish, as part of its Bid, a Bid Security for an amount as indicated in the 

‘Invitation for Bids’. The Bids not accompanied with Bid Security or Bid Security not as per 

the Bidding Document shall be considered as non-responsive and such bids shall be 

summarily rejected. 

b. The bid security (interest free) for the amount indicated in ‘Invitation for Bids’ shall be in 

the  form of FDR/CDR drawn on any Indian Scheduled Bank situated in Jammu and Kashmir 

state of India  and Registered with Reserve Bank of India in favour of  Superintending 

Engineer, Hydraulic Circle, Srinagar However,  EMD  of  unsuccessful bidders  whose  price  

bids  have  been  opened  shall  be  returned  only  after  award  of contract. 

c. The bid security may be forfeited:

232. Validity:  The tenders shall be valid for a period of 90 days from the date of opening of

Cover. 

233. Any tender uploaded on expiry of prescribed date & time, will be treated as an invalid 

tender.   

234. After the tenders are opened, no tenderer shall be allowed to make any change of 

specification or the Prices or terms and conditions quoted by him, unless specifically asked to do so 

by the Department in writing by way of clarifications.  

235. The Superintending Engineer, Hydraulic Circle, Srinagar  reserves the right to himself to 

reject, or, accept any or all tenders in part or in full, without assigning any reason thereof. 

236. For any typographical error or omission in the various conditions and contents of the 

tender document, the interpretation as given by the Department will be final and binding upon the 

tenderers. 

237. Conditional tenders such as ñsubject to market fluctuationò etc. will not be accepted. 

238. The earnest money deposit shall be refunded in favor of unsuccessful tenderer immediately 

after finalization of the tender, whereas it shall be retained in case of successful tenderer and treated 

as security deposit to be refunded after successful completion of the contract. 

239. The earnest money deposit of the tenderer/s shall be forfeited if they withdraw their tender 

or revise the prices of their offer within the validity period or do not comply with the purchase order 

placed with them or violate any of the terms and conditions contained herein. 

240. Any change in the specification of the job as a result of expert advice to Government, will 

be accepted by the contractor. 

241. Tenders not submitted on the lines indicated are liable to be rejected without 

correspondence. 

242. SITE VISIT: 

a. Bidder is advised to visit and examine the site, its surroundings and familiarize himself 

with the  existing  facilities  and  environment,  and  collect  all  other  information  which  

he  may require  for  preparing  and  submitting  the  bid  and  entering  into  the  

Contract.  Claims and objections due to ignorance of existing conditions or inadequacy of 

information will not be considered after submission of the bid and during 

implementation.  

b. The  bidder  and  any  of  his  personnel  or  Agents  will  be  granted  permission  by  the 

department  to enter upon his premises and lands for the purpose of  such inspection. 

Department shall provide necessary assistance with regard to acquaintance of the site, if 

required, to the bidder(s) for the purpose of site visit. 

c. The tenderer should visit the sites and assess by himself the availability of resources such 

as disposal sites, water, electricity, fuel, land for disposal and skilled/ unskilled manpower 

as these shall have important bearing on the cost.

243. COMPLETION AND DEFECT LIABILITY  

a. Cost of Remedying Defects:All works required to remedy defects or damage as may be 

notified by Department shall be executed at the cost of the contractor, if and to the extent that 

the work is attributable to:- 

i. Any design for which the contractor is responsible. 

ii. Plant, Materials or Workmanship not being in accordance with the Contract, or 

iii. Failure by the contractor to comply with any other obligation. 

b. Failure to Remedy Defects:The remedial work will be executed at the cost of the contractor 

or if the contractor fails to remedy any defect or damage within a reasonable time, 

Department may:- 

i. Carry out the work itself or by others, in a reasonable manner and at contractorôs 

cost, 

ii. If the defect or damage deprives Department of substantially the whole benefit of 

the Works or any major part of the Works, terminate the Contract as a whole, or 

in respect of such major part, which cannot be put to the intended use. Without 

prejudice to any other rights, under the contract or otherwise, Department shall 

then be entitled to recover all sums paid for the works or for such part plus 

financing cost and the cost of dismantling the same, clearing the site and 

returning Plant and Materials to the contractor. 

244. Maintenance/ Defects Liability Period 

a. The maintenance period shall be 06 (Six) months from the date of issue of completion 

certificate by the Engineer-in-charge to the contractor after satisfying himself that the works 

have been carried out by the contractor fully according to specifications and quality 

requirements and are suitable for the intended purpose. 

b. The Department shall be entitled to an extension of the Defects Liability Period for the works 

or a section if and to the extent that the works, section, after taking over, cannot be used for 

the purposes for which they are intended by reason of a defect or damage. 

245. Risk and Cost in Case of Failure of the Contractor 

a. Time is the essence of the contract. All works awarded to the contractor shall be completed 

in all respects within the stipulated period of completion. 

b.  In the event of failure on the part of the contractor for maintaining the pro-rata progress 

ofwork as per agreed programme, Department reserves its right to make good the balance 

total quantity of work awarded to the contractor by fixing any other agency on singletender 

basis or through Departmental means as decided by the Engineer-in-charge at therisk and 

cost of the contractor and the cost so incurred on this shall be to the account of thecontractor. 

c. The decision of the Engineer-in-Charge regarding the quantity of work to be carried out at 

the risk and cost of the contractor, the rates at which various items of work to be executed 

and the selection of the alternate agency to carry out such works will be final and binding on 

the contractor. The extra amount incurred by Department due to such risk and cost a contract 

will be recovered from the contractorôs running bills, security deposit, or any other dues 

available with Department. 

246. DETERMINATION OF CONTRACT  

a. Settlement of Disputes: All disputes or differences of any kind whatsoever that may arise 

between the Department and the Contractor in connection with or arising out of the contract 

or subject matter thereof or the execution of works, whether during the progress of works or 

after their completion, whether before or after determination of contract shall be settled as 

under:- 

b. Mutual Settlement: All such disputes or differences shall in the first place be referred by the 

Contractor to the Engineer-In-Charge in writing for resolving the same through mutual 

discussions, negotiations, deliberation etc. associating representatives from both the sides 
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and concerted efforts shall be made for reaching amicable settlement of disputes or 

differences. 

c. Conciliation/Arbitration  

i. It is a term of this contract that Conciliation/Arbitration of disputes shall not be 

commenced unless an attempt has first been made by the parties to settle such 

disputes through mutual settlement. 

ii. If the Contractor is not satisfied with the settlement by the Engineer-In-Charge on 

any matter in question, disputes or differences, the Contractor may refer to the 

Chief Engineer of the Engineer-In-Charge in writing to settle such disputes or 

differences through Conciliation or Arbitration provided that the demand for 

Conciliation or Arbitration shall specify the matters, which are in question or 

subject of the disputes or differences as also the amount of claim, item wise. Only 

such dispute(s) or difference(s) in respect of which the demand has been made, 

together with counter claims of the Engineer-In-Charge shall be referred to 

Conciliator or Arbitrator as the case may be and other matters shall not be 

included in the reference. 

iii. Chief Engineer of the Engineer-In-Charge may appoint Conciliator/s or 

Arbitrator/s as the case may be for this purpose a panel of names will be sent to 

the Contractor. Such persons may be working /retired employees of the Employer 

or working /retired employees of the Department, who had not been connected 

with the work.This is an agreed term of this contract that the Conciliator/s and 

Arbitrator/s shall be appointed from the list of working /retired employees of 

Department or working /retired employees of Department as per the approval of 

Kashmir Irrigation & Flood Control Department Srinagar 

247. FACILITIES TO OTHER CONTRACTORS: The contractor shall be required to hand 

over the site to Department immediately on completion of the same within the construction period as 

stipulated and/or as directed by the Engineer. The Contractor shall immediately remove his/her 

plant, equipment and machinery etc. from the site 
 

TENDER DRAWINGS: The information contained in the tender drawings shall be binding on the 

contractor for the Performance of construction unless and otherwise stated in the specification or 

shown in the approved construction drawings or as approved by Engineer in-charge 

248. WATER SUPPLY: Water for safe drinking is scarce in the project area. The contractor shall be 

responsible for making reliable arrangements for suitable water supply at his own cost for his 

workmen. However the water required for the construction is available at the site.  

 

249. POWER SUPPLY:Any electric supply required at the site of works for whatsoever purpose shall 

have to be arranged by contractor. Contractor shall make his own arrangements for electric power 

supply/installation of diesel generating sets etc. as required for the work at his own cost and the 

rates quoted shall include the cost of providing such electric supply arrangements required for the 

works and offices / accommodations etc. 
 

250. WORKING CAMPS  

a. It shall be desirable if the contractor/s have their labour camps, site offices & workshops in 

one area keeping the security in view. 

The contractor/s must establish labour camps with proper facilities and should keep the      

areas in a neat and hygienic condition. The contractor/s shall also provide some office                

accommodation for the Department. Officials in the so established camps free of any     

charges.  After completion of the work, the camps, if any, put up on the Department land 

shall be removed by the contractor and the land handed over free of any encumbrance. 

 

251. ANCILLARY WORKS: All other ancillary works and works incidental to main works shall be 

carried out as per codes of practices and manual of instructions of the public works 
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Departments/Irrigation & Flood Control Department and as per the instructions of Engineer-in-

charge. 

252. SCHEDULE OF RATES TO COVER RISKS OF DELAY: The Schedule of Rates shall be 
deemed to include and cover the risk of all possibilities of delay and interference with  the  
contractor's  conduct  of  work  which occur  from  any  causes  including  orders  of  the  
department in the exercise of his power and on account of extension of time granted due 
to various reasons and for all other possible or probable causes of delay 

253. ACCIDENT OR INJURY TO WORKMEN: The  department shall not be liable for or in 
respect of any  damages  or  compensation  payable  at  law  in respect or in consequence of any 
accident or injury to any  workman  or  other  person  in  the  employment  of the contractor or 
any sub-contractor save and except an accident or injury resulting from any act or default  of the   
department, his agents or servants and  the  contractor  shall  indemnify  and  keep indemnified 
the  department against all such damages and  compensation  (save  and  except  and  aforesaid) 
and  against  all  claims,  demands,  proceeding,  costs, charges  and  expenses,  whatsoever  in  
respect  or  in relation thereto. 

254. DAMAGE TO PROPERTY OR TO ANY PERSON OR ANY THIRD PARTY :    contractor  
shall  be  responsible  for making good to   the satisfaction  of  the   department any loss or any   
damage  to  structures  and properties belonging to the    department  or being executed or 
procured or being procured by the  department or of other agencies   within in   the premises of 
all the work  of the   department, if such loss or damage is due to fault and/or the negligence  of 
the  contractor, his employees,  agents,  representatives  or sub-contractors ,the  cost  of  such  
damages including  eventual  loss  of  production,  operation  or services in any plant or 
establishment as estimated by the  department or ascertained or demanded by the third  party  
shall  be  borne  by  the  contractor. the  contractor  shall  indemnify  and  keep  the  department  
harmless  of  all  claims  for  damages  to property  other  than   department's  property  arising 
under or by reason of this agreement, if such claims result from the fault and/or negligence or 
willful acts or omission  of  the  contractor,  his  employees, agents, representative of sub-
contractor. 

255. CONTRACTORõS EMPLOYEES/LABOUR: 

y. The contractor shall employ labour in sufficient number to maintain the required progress and of 
quality to ensure workmanship of the degree specified in the contract and to the satisfaction of the 
Engineer. The contractor shall not employ in connection with the works any person who has not 
completed Eighteen years of age. 

z. The contractor shall furnish and deliver the credentials office establishment in all respects 
engaged/dis-engaged for the contract during the act of execution.  

aa. The contractor shall pay to labour employed by him either directly or through sub-contractors 
wages not less than wages as defined in the contract labour (regulation and abolition) Act 1970 
with General rules framed there under and amendments made from time to time. 

bb. The contractor shall be liable to pay the employees contributions to the State Insurance Scheme in 
respect of all labor employed by him for the execution of the contract, in accordance with the 
provision of the Employees labour law, the engineer without prejudice to any other right or 
remedy under contract shall be empowered to deduct such sum or sums from the bills of the 
contractor or from his security deposit or from the other payments due under this contract or any 
other contract to satisfy within a reasonable time the provisions of the various 
acts/laws/rules/codes mentioned under labour law, on the part of the contractor under the make 
payment and/or provide amenities facilities/services accordingly. In this regard the decision of the 
Engineer shall be conclusive and binding on the contractor. 

cc. The contractor shall at his own expense comply with or cause to be complied with the provisions 
/ru les provided for welfare and health of contract labour in the contract labour (regulation and 
abolition)Act and other relevant Acts and Rules framed there under or any other instructions 
issued by the Department in this regard for the protection of health and for making sanitary 
arraignments for workers employed directly or indirectly on the works. In case, the contractor 
fails to make arrangements as aforesaid, the Engineer shall be entitled to do so and recover to cost 
thereof from the contractor. 

dd. The contractor shall at his own expense arrange for the safety provisions as required by the 
Engineer, in respect of all labour directly or indirectly by the Engineer, in respect of all labour 
directly or indirectly employed for performance of the works  
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256. JURISDICTION:   The contract shall be governed by and constructed according to the laws in 
force in Jammu and Kashmir. the contractor hereby submits  to the  jurisdiction  of the  courts situated 
at Srinagar for the purposes of disputes,  actions  and  proceedings  arising  out  of  the  contract, the 
courts at Srinagar only will have the jurisdiction to hear and decide such disputed, actions and 
proceedings. 

257. SAFETY REGULATIONS : In respect of all labour, directly employed inthe work for   the 

performance of contractorõs part of this agreement, the contractor shall at his own expense 

arrange for all the safety provisions as per safety codes of   Indian standards institution. The 

electricity act,   the mines act and such other acts as applicable. 

258. The Public Liability Insurance Act, 1991. 
 This provides for public liability insurance for the purpose of providing immediate relief to the persons 

affected by accident occurring while handling hazardous substances and for matters connected herewith 

or incidental thereto. Hazardous substance means any substance or preparation, which is, defined as 

hazardous substance under the Environment (Protection) Act,1986, and exceeding such quantity as may 

be specified by notification by the State or Central government. Key Environmental legislation in India are 

reported in Table below.

259. ROYALTIES AND PATENT RIGHTS  

The contractor shall defray the cost of all royalties, fees and other payments in respect of patent 
rights and licenses which may be payable to any patentee, licensee or other person or 
corporation and shall obtain all necessary licenses. In case of any breach (whether willfully or 
inadvertently) by the contractor of this provision the contractor shall, indemnify the  Department 
and their officers, servants, representatives against all claims, proceedings, damages, cost 
charges, acceptances loss and liability which they or any of them sustain incur or be put by 
reason or in consequence directly or indirectly of any such breach and against payment of any 
royalties, damages other monies which the  Department may have to make to any person or any 
machine, instruments, process, articles, matters, or thing constructed, manufactured, supplied or 
delivered by the contractor to his order under this contract. 

 

260.  In case of lowest bid value being below the advertised cost, following additional performance security in the shape of 

CDR/FDR shall have to be deposited by the successful bidder within a week from the date of intimation.

261. Restoration of work: - On completion of contract, the contractor shall be responsible to remove all un-
used material and restore all work in its original position at his own cost. 

262. Traffic regulation: - The contractor is bound to adhere to traffic regulations as are applicable from time to 
time and ensure arrangements of smooth regulation of traffic during execution of work. 

263. Termination:- The employer may terminate the contract if the contractor causes  fundamental breach of the 
contract. 

264. Fundamental breach of contract will include:- 
y) Continuous stopping of work for a period of 30 days without authorization of Engineer in-charge. 

z) Contractor being declared bankrupt. 

aa) Any evidence of involvement of contractor in corrupt practices. 

bb) Contractor delaying the completion of work beyond stipulated time of completion. 

cc) Pursuant to the process of termination of defaulted contract, the employer reserves the right to invite fresh tenders for 

the balance work at the risk and cost of defaulter contractor. 

dd) If contractor fails to start/complete the work, within the stipulated time period, his CDR/earnest money shall be forfeited 

after termination of the contract. Besides defaulting contractor shall be debarred from taking works in the Department at 

least for one year. 

265. Specification/quality control:- All items of works shall conform to specifications as per SSR. All other terms and 

conditions as laid down in form No.25 of P.W.D. shall remain in force and binding on successful tenderer
